Bricks, elements, relays, fuses, hinges, burners, chimneys have all had to be replaces on a rotational basis this year and without any tech the burden has been on me. 

Glazes-The formulating, mixing, testing, and firing glazes in a content in the ceramic’s studio. 

Studio- The firing and upkeep of kilns is a major time commitment. Some firings last for days needing adjustments and supervision.
